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Fifth Sunday of Lent

7th April 2019
Isaiah 43.16-21; Psalm 1235; Philippians 3.8-14; John 8.1-11

For the people of Israel the Exodus was the primordial act of salvation. It was the
Lord who acted to enable the Hebrews to escape from Egypt and the clutches of
pharaoh at the Red Sea, and that event was foundational to their covenant relation
with God. Addressing a people caught up in Exile and diaspora, Isaiah offers a pro-
vocative vision: what God will do for his people now will outshine even the great
event of the Exodus! God will restore his people to their land, and bring back all the
exiles and refugees to the Land promised to their fathers. This will be something new
which will reveal God’s gracious generosity to his people and fulfil all the
covenant promises, however impossible it might seem. The Church offers a
wonderful opportunity to reflect on judgement and mercy in a scene of bustle and
violence as the shouting crowd drag the woman before Jesus baying for her blood.
The Lenten practice of celebrating the sacrament of penance invites all of us to
stand silent before the Lord charged with unfaithfulness to the covenant and hear
not words of condemnation, but mercy.
